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Frequently Asked Questions:  Moodle 1.9.5 Upgrade 

The following information is a collection of common questions and concerns pertaining to the Moodle 1.9.5 upgrade. 
The upgrade will take place during the last week of December. 
 

Instructors: You will receive an email from your Client Services Specialist with a more detailed FAQ concerning the 
upgrade and new gradebook.   
 

What has changed in Moodle 1.9.5? 
The Moodle 1.9.5 upgrade brings several changes. The most noticeable change is the gradebook, which has been 
completely re-designed and improved. Layout and functionality of the main course page will remain largely the same.  
 

What has changed in the gradebook? 
Instructors may now use a tabs navigation interface, assign grades over 100%, show the cumulative course grade, and 
edit categories and items more quickly. Students now have an easier to read and more in depth grade report. 
 

Do courses function differently in Moodle 1.9.5 than in 1.8.4? 
Your course does not function any differently in version 1.9.5. The changes are mostly administrative and technical.  
Assignments, quizzes, lectures, etc. will still function in the same way as they did in version 1.8.4.
